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This is the 2nd Sunday of Lent. Lent is

the season of trying to go forward to
resurrection. Lent is the season when we
try to live the life of salvation and ho-
liness by believing in the promise of
God the Father. The reason why we can
overcome death and walk resurrection
is due to Jesus. Jesus is the very purpose
of all our trials. Jesus' resurrection is the
promise of life and immorality to us.
Jesus' resurrection is the promise of our

salvation.

Having the Lenten season is not to
enjoy suffering. It is to seek God and
react to the blessings of God. To do so,
we have to leave ourselves. We have to
die to ourselves. As long as we are
attached to ourselves, we can never
reach God. That we escape from and
leave attachments and sins which en-
tangle me is the beginning of salvation

for us to go toward God.

God bids Abram to leave homeplace,
kins, and his father's house, and follow
Him. In this way, God wants to give His
blessings. We must know that dying to
ourselves and following God is the
foundation of all the blessings. "Go
forth from the land of your kinsfolk and
from your father's house to a land that |
will show you. | will make of you a great
nation, and | will bless you; | will make
your name great, so that you will be a
blessing. | will bless those who bless you
and curse those who curse you. All the
communities of the earth shall find

blessing in you."

Paul the apostle also wants us to un-

dergo sufferings for our salvation. We are
told to respond to the call of God and to
do our best. We are told to undergo
sufferings for the purpose and grace of
God which saves us and calls us to holi-
ness. The good news, the gospel is none
other than the truth that when we follow
God, the life of salvation is given to us.
We must not forget that relying on God
and following Him rather than the world
are our salvation. "Bear your share of
hardship for the gospel with the strength
that comes from God. He saved us and
called us to a holy life, not according to
our works but according to his own de-

sign and the grace."

Today's gospel shows us Jesus who ac-
complishes our salvation. Jesus takes
Peter, James and John apart to go up a
high mountain. And before them, he
reveals that he is the beloved Son of God.
Jesus is with Moses and Eliah, and walks
the way of God like them. Like Moses,
Jesus walks the way of saving the Israel-
ites from the slavery of Egypt and the life
of sins, and the way of defeating false
religion and hypocrisy. This very Jesus is
told the beloved Son of God.

Jesus walks the way of the salvation and
grace of God which is our salvation,
ahead of us. "The grace is bestowed on us
in Christ Jesus before time began, but
now made manifest through the ap-
pearance of our savior Christ Jesus, who
destroyed death and brought life and
immortality to light through the gospel."

Jesus walks the way of God to the death
on the Cross, ahead of us. "Do not tell the
vision to anyone until the Son of Man has
been raised from the dead." He is the
beloved Son of God. Gos resurrects Jesus

over death and reveals the way of true

salvation.

Jesus is the way of God's blessing and
salvation. For those who are with Jesus,
the blessings of God will be full. The
eternal life is in Jesus. Today's gospel
tells us to listen to Jesus. If we truly want
salvation and life, we are told to listen to
Jesus. "This is my beloved Son, with

whom | am well pleased; listen to him."

Lent is the season when we believe in the
way of Jesus' salvation and life, and
prepare for our resurrection. We have to
participate in the way of suffering to be
able to hear the good news with Jesus.
This way is never meaningless, but full of
the blessing of God. This is the way
which Abraham, Moses, Eliah and Jesus
walked. We need to ask to walk the same
way with courage. We need to ask to
walk the way of the children of God. We
need to ask to live the life of God's
holiness. God will be with those who ask
to be with Him, and do not save any help

for them.
